APPROVAL OF MINUTES – January 13, 2014
On a motion duly made and seconded, it was voted to accept the 1/13/2015
Planning Board Minutes as written.
4.)      Applications for Review: 
A.  John Moeschler – Subdivision Amendment for Map 8, Lot 29-3 and Lot 29-4

On a motion duly made and seconded, it was voted to amend Mr. Moeschler’s Subdivision and combine the lots into one lot – Map 8 Lot 29-3.    Mylars were then signed by all Board Members present.

B.  Gordon Libby Forest Products – Subdivision of Lot on Turner and Waldoboro Roads.  
On a motion duly made and seconded, it was voted to hear a Pre-Application for the modification to Mr. Raymond Hilgermann’s 1980 minor subdivision.

Robert Furman, Lincoln County Surveying Company, explained to the Board that Mr. Libby wants to sub-divide a lot, within Mr. Raymond Hilgermann's 1980 subdivision, in order to sell a 50 acre lot on Turner Road to Cheryl Tomasello, who is now an abutter.  The other lot would be a 13 acre lot with frontage on Route 32.  This would bring the total number of lots in the subdivision to six (6). After a lengthy discussion, the board told Mr. Furman, Ms. Tomasello and Mr. & Mrs. Libby that they should study the Town’s Sub-division Ordinance and forward any questions or request for waivers to the Town before the next Planning Board meeting.  The Board will go over the application package and review the relevancy of the requirements for a major subdivision within the context of their pre-application.
5.)      PUBLIC COMMENTS AND QUESTIONS:  
Scott Gove, Mane Modular Homes, asked the board about the requirements for replacing a year round home on 10 Pond Road with a seasonal home.  Mr. Gove was told that the Planning Board can only act upon an application and that all conversations respecting any proposed project are hypothetical and convey no estoppels binding upon the Town. After a lengthy discussion, Board declined to answer several questions asked by Mr. Gove. Mr. Gove will email Chairman Barnes with specific questions to be forwarded to Attorney Hull for clarification. 
6.)      OLD PLANNING BOARD BUSINESS –  

A. Mr. Kenneth Shapiro, owner of Greenland Island, requested to spot zone a small portion of his property located at Map 4, Lot 38 – in Greenland Cove.  On a motion duly made and seconded, it was voted to recommend that the Board of Selectmen reject Mr. Shapiro’s request for a Warrant Article and that Mr. Shapiro, should he so desire, follow established precedent and petition for spot zoning in Greenland Cove.
B. Michael and Rebecca Clark of Muscongus Road sent copies to the Town of a DEP Permit for the replacement of existing 4’x63’ pier and 36”x36” ramp.  Chairman Barnes wrote to them on February 3rd for clarification of this Permit and to determine if a Planning Board Permit is required and to date has not heard back from them.
C. Dr. John Devlin’s replacement dock was discussed.  Chairman Barnes wrote to Dr. Devlin on February 3rd asking for copies of a Town Permit.
