MINUTES   
1) ATTENDEES: 
Bremen Planning Board members: Chairman Stephen Barnes, James Boak , Dede Heath, David Koubek, Tom Kronenberger , Walter Voskian and Penelope Card, Secretary.      
Members of the Public:  Pierre & Barbara Caggini, Martha Frink, John Carroll and Wendy Pieh.
The meeting was called to order by Stephen Barnes, Chairman at 7:00 p.m.
2)
ADJUSTMENTS TO AGENDA – Notice from the Town Clerk with respect to calculation of building permit fee based on square footage.  When the Planning Board approves a building permit, the Board must also calculate the square footage fee and notify the Town Clerk. 
 

3)
APPROVAL OF MINUTES – June 9, 2015.  Walter Voskian suggested adjustments to the minutes, so therefore, no minutes were approved until corrected.
4.)      Applications for Review:  
A. Pierre and Barbara Caggini, Map 14, Lot 14 – New construction of a garage. 

On a motion duly made and seconded, it was voted to hear the application of Pierre and Barbara Caggini

A site review was conducted on June 7th by five board members (Boak Heath, Kronenberger, Voskian, and Barnes).  The Caggini residence is in the Commercial Fisheries and Maritime Activities Zone. The Cagginis are applying to construct a garage, to be located within the Commercial Fisheries and Maritime Activities Zone shoreland zone.  The garage showed a 10 foot setback from the adjacent lot at the side of the proposed structure but a 20 foot setback is required by the Building Permit Ordinance.  The Board suggested that the Caggini’s could appeal a denial by the Board or reconfigure the project location, if possible, to meet the setback requirement.  The Caggini’s determined to return in August after attempting to reconfigure the garage's location and/or plans.
On a motion duly made and seconded, it was voted to table the application until the August meeting.
B.  Martha Frink; Map 14, Lot 9 – Replacement/Enlargement of Accessory Building.
On a motion duly made and seconded, it was voted to hear the application of          Martha Frink.   
A site review was done on June 7th by five board members (Boak, Heath, Kronenberger, Voskian, and Barnes).   Ms. Frink is re-applying to replace or enlarge an accessory structure within the shoreland zone.  The current structure lies within the 25 to 75 foot setback zone.  Ms. Frink will move the structure approximately 12 feet and place it within the 75 to 100 setback zone.  Review of Ms. Frink’s permit application found it complete.
On a motion duly made and seconded, it was voted to issue a building permit with special conditions: The structure’s minimum setback from the high water mark must be 75 feet.
5.)      PUBLIC COMMENTS AND QUESTIONS:  
A.
John Carroll, 383 Fogler Road came before the Board to ask if he would be allowed to reconfigure existing decks if it is not towards the water.  The board looked at his design and suggested he make an application and come before the board with it.  The Board noted that, in general, move toward greater conformance or maintaining a properties current conformance with the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance is permitted but that increasing non-conformance is prohibited.
6.)      NEW PLANNING BOARD BUSINESS –  
A.  Steve reported to the board that the Town received a public notice of intent to file by David and Kerrith Stapp to build a 20x60 pier as a replacement on 320 Medomak Road.  This may require a permit.
B.  Walter Voskian wrote a paragraph that he would like to see included in the Bremen Tax bills and also the Town Report as follows: 

                                                                       A Reminder

Any land owner of person occupying land in Bremen who plans to construct, reconstruct, alter, relocate, replace or expand any structure or move earth or clear land should first consult the appropriate Town ordinances as well as the Code Enforcement Officer and if necessary the Planning Board before beginning such activity.  These consultations are especially important if the land in question is the more restrictive districts of the Shoreland Zone as defined by the Town’s official zoning map.  The zoning map and the Town’s ordinances can be found on the Town’s web site – bremenmaine.org  and at the Town office.  There you will also find instructions for contacting the Code Enforcement Officer and the Planning Board.

Thank you for your cooperation.
 On a motion duly made and seconded, to pass this paragraph along to the Selectmen for their review and comments.
C.
Steve reported to the board that the Town received from the DOT a permit for a driveway/entrance permit onto Turner Road for the Pemaquid Watershed’s access point to Pemaquid Lake.
D.  There was a discussion on the placement of removable floats and runways on fresh water ponds.  The Board could not come to a consensus if they needed to be permitted or not.  Chairman Barnes will contact attorney Jonathan Hull for an opinion.
E.  Walter Voskian attended the last Selectman’s meeting and talked about the 8 foot Camp Road to be constructed, as approved by the Town, at the Hay property.
F.  Chairman Barnes reminded the Board that they cannot waive fees or give variances.  Only the Board of Appeals can.
7.)  OLD PLANNING BOARD BUSINESS –

A.  The Board went over and discussed the ORANGE section of the Universal Definitions currently being considered for all of the Town's ordinances.  The Chair will attempt to consolidate the definitions agreed upon and rewrite definitions as per the Board members suggestions.   Next month there will be a discussion of the RED/Hot Button definitions.  Chairman Barnes requested everyone to read these definitions. .  He suggested that identifying additional hot button items and placing them under the Red discussion may alleviate future difficulties with the Town's Ordinances. Wendy Pieh suggested that Home Occupation should be in the RED section.
